Please have Scouts and Scouters check the Boy Scout Handbook for proper winter outdoor activity attire and safety precautions.  As Scouts we are prepared for all elements.

Klondike/ Camp Rules
1. All Scouts and Leaders must act in accordance with the Scout Oath and Law at all times.

2. All rules in the “Guide to Safe Scouting” must be adhered to at all times.

3. Scouts must use the buddy system at all times they are outside of their campsite.

4. All medications must be administered, per the Medical Information Sheet by the Unit Leader.

5. All injuries must be reported to the Camporee Health Officer, so he/she may log them.  Minor injuries can be handled by the unit and reported later.

6. The Health Officer must be notified of all Serious Injuries and Illnesses Immediately.

7. The Health Officer must be made aware of any Scout or Adult with a medical condition that may need treatment.  This will allow the Health Officer to have an idea of any potential medical emergencies.  This information will be kept Strictly Confidential and will be provided to the EMS, if an emergency should arise.  See the attached sheet to be brought with the unit and turned in at the time of check-in.

8. Only Registered Boy Scouts or Venturers and their Leaders or Parents will be permitted to Camp Overnight.   

9. Coffee, Hot Chocolate, Hot Cider and Water will be provided throughout the day.

10. Close-toed Shoes or Boots must be worn at all times outside. 

11. Remember, No Flames are allowed in tents.  This includes propane lanterns, heaters, etc.

12. Climbing of trees is prohibited.  Leave all live trees alone.

13. Lights out means quiet (Youth and Adults).

14. Use of Offensive Language is prohibited.

15. Possession or use of alcohol or illegal drugs is strictly prohibited.  Any violations of this rule will be dealt with severely. 

16. Each unit must maintain “Two Deep Leadership” at all times.

17. Adult smoking will be allowed only in the designated areas (out of the view of all Scouts).

18. The Staff may suspend all open fires based on safety concerns or weather conditions.

19. All Vehicles MUST be in designated Parking Areas (Trailers may be in the Campsite).
