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Interfaith Worship Service:

A short service will be available at Saturday evening at 730PM.
Uniforms:

Class A uniforms are required for flag ceremonies, worship service, and camp wide bonfire.
Axe Yard:

Axe Yards are allowed, just make sure proper protocol is being used.

Fires:
Fires are allowed in fire pits you dig at your site, sod must be returned before you leave. Please small fires, they can be easily controlled. Firewood is available in the wooded area, remember dead and down.

Meals:

You will be responsible for all of your own meals at camp.

Saturday night pot luck everyone is encourage to attend.

Please bring enough food for your group and your own Mess kits for eating. Beverage will be provided that meal. 
Water:

Water is available by a old fashion hand pump and you have to walk for it.
You Might want to bring most of your drinking water.

Restrooms:

Pit toilets are for our use. Please take care of them. We will be providing port-a-potties in the camp grounds

First Aid:

First Aid will be available during the Camporee; however each troop should have a first aid kit at their site. Keith Steiger will be acting as health officer during the campout.
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Camporee rules

1. All Scouts and Leaders must act in accordance with the Scout Oath and Law at all times.
2. All rules in the “Guide to Safe Scouting” must be adhered to at all times.
3. Scouts must use the buddy system at all times they are outside of their campsite.
4. All medications must be administered, per the Medical Information Sheet by the Unit Leader.

5. All Injuries must be reported to the Camporee Heath Officer, so he/she may log them.

    Minor injuries can be handled by the unit and reported later.

6. The Health Officer must be notified of all Serious injuries and Illnesses Immediately.

7. The Health Officer must be made aware of any Scout or Adult with a medical condition that
    may need treatment. This will allow the Heath Officer to have an idea of any potential

    medical emergencies. This information will be kept Strictly Confidential and will be

   provided to the EMTS, if an emergency should arise. 
8. Only Registered Boy Scout or Venturers and their Leaders or Parents will be permitted to

    Camp Overnight.

9. Closed-toed shoes or boots must be worn at all times outside of tents.

10. Remember, No Flame are allowed in tents. This includes propane lanterns, heaters etc.
11. Climbing of trees is prohibited. Leave all live trees alone.                                                          12. Light out means quiet (Youth and Adults).
13. Use of Offensive Language is prohibited.
14. Possession or use of alcohol or Illegal drugs is strictly prohibited. Any violations of this rule 

      will be dealt with severely.

15. Each unit must maintain “Two Deep Leadership” at all times.
16. Adult smoking will be allowed only in the designated areas (Out of the view of all Scouts).

17. The Staff may suspend all open fires based on safety concerns or weather conditions.

18. All Vehicles Must be off the driveway, parked in site along driveway or in parking lot.
19. Show Scout Spirit throughout the Weekend.
